Liability Release, Hold Harmless Agreement & Boarding Contract

This Release, Hold Harmless Agreement and Boarding Contract (herein after referred to as Agreement) is entered into by and between La Jolla Equestrian Center, LLC, which includes but is not limited to, La Jolla Equestrian Center, LLC, Alice Giovannini individually, Andrew Giovannini individually, Clausen Investments, LP, Jorgen Clausen individually, their lessor’s, lessees,  employees, ranch hands, barn managers, agents, guests, residential tenants, representatives, heirs, executors, administrators and assigns (here in after collectively  referred to as LJEC) and 

(herein after referred to as Releasor)  (each a “Party” & collectively the “Parties”) 

For good and valuable consideration, the receipt & sufficiency of which is acknowledged, the Parties hereby agree as follows as of __________________________(the “Effective Date” of the Agreement):

 1.  Acknowledgment:  Releasor acknowledges that the ownership and use of horses involves inherent risks of injury, damage and death personally, to his/her horse, to his/her property, and to the persons and property of others. Knowing these facts, Releasor hereby for his/herself, his/her heirs, executors and administrators waives, releases, discharges and holds harmless LJEC, from any and all rights, claims or liability for damages, or for any and all injuries that might be sustained by Releasor and/or his/her horses, including injuries to any animals, and from any and all claims, liabilities, or damages of any kind or nature that s/he might have as a result of, or arising out of, his/her or his/her horse’s participation in any activity related in any way to LJEC and LJEC property.  Further, Releasor does hereby acknowledge that this Agreement will extend to any accidents, damages, liabilities or claims arising out of Releasor's own acts or omissions, or the acts or omissions of anyone or any animal within his/her control, and, further, to any and all acts or omissions of LJEC, whether it be from active or passive negligence, but not including willful misconduct.

2.  Indemnification, Hold Harmless and Waiver of Unknown Claims:    Releasor further agrees that s/he will defend, indemnify and hold harmless LJEC against all claims, demands, liabilities, and causes of action including court costs, expenses and attorney’s fees, directly or indirectly arising from any action or other proceeding brought by, or prosecuted for, Releasor’s benefit or for the benefit of Releasor’s heirs, guardians and  assigns or brought by others, against LJEC in connection with horses, or any action or inaction taken by Releasor, Releasor’s guests, family members, agents, employees or contractors, and extending to all claims of every kind and nature

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whatsoever whether known or unknown, and Releasor expressly waives any benefits s/he may have under Section 1542 of the California Civil Code relating to the release of unknown claims. Releasor understands that state laws might contain provisions designed to prevent Releasor from waiving unknown claims that existed at the time of waiver, and Releasor expressly agrees to waive all rights that Releasor might have under such laws.   Releasor agrees to hold LJEC harmless from any claims resulting from damage or injury caused by his/her horse to anyone or anything and agrees to pay any legal fees, costs, expenses and court costs incurred by LJEC in defense of said claims.

3.  Risk of Death and Injury to Releasor:  Releasor expressly understands that horseback riding and related activities are inherently dangerous, including inherent risks which cannot be eliminated.  Specific risks include, but are not limited  to, minor injuries such as scratches, bruises and sprains,  major injuries such as broken limbs, joint and back injuries, loss of sight, heart attacks, & concussions and catastrophic injuries including paralysis and death.  Releasor has read this Agreement and the sections regarding assumption of risks and knows, understands and appreciates these and other risks inherent in horse related activities of any type and hereby asserts that Releasor’s participation in this activity is voluntary and Releasor expressly assumes all such risks. Releasor assumes all risk of injury or death caused by horseback riding, whatever the cause, except as provided by law.

4. Risk of Loss to Horse(s):  During the time that Releasor’s horse(s) is boarded at LJEC, 

Releasor understands and expressly assumes the risk that LJEC shall not be liable for any sickness, disease, straying, theft, injury, nor death which might be suffered by the horse(s), nor for any other course of action whatsoever arising out of, or being connected in any way with, the boarding of said horse(s).  This includes, but is not limited to, any personal injury or disability the horse(s) might receive while on the LJEC premises, property and leased property. Releasor fully understands that LJEC does not carry insurance on boarded horses, nor are boarded horses covered under any public liability, accidental, injury, theft, or equine mortality insurance, and that all risks connected with boarding at LJEC, or for any other reason, are to be borne by the Releasor.  Releasor understands, authorizes, and assumes the special risks inherent in boarding horses and acknowledges that mortality and other insurance is solely the responsibility of the Releasor. All implied warranties, including fitness, merchantability, and all special incidental and consequential damages are hereby excluded to the full extent permitted by law.

5. Risk of Loss to Releasor’s Property:  Releasor understands and expressly assumes the

risk that any personal property, including but not limited to motor vehicles,  tack, equipment, saddles, blankets, containers or any other personal property, kept on or parked on the premises of LJEC are subject to damage and loss and Releasee agrees to hold LJEC harmless for such loss and/or damage.


6.  Trail Riding Risks on or Around LJEC and Its Leased Property:  Releasor hereby acknowledges that riding in areas designated for trial riding, LJEC Bridle Path Trail and other areas outside riding arenas such as round pens and pathways are inherently dangerous and carry risks of injury that are an integral part of such activities.  Releasor assumes full responsibility for all such risks, including, but not limited to loss of control, collisions, obstacles, traffic spooks, wild animals, hidden sounds, other rider or horses losing control and so on, whether these be obvious or not obvious, and Releasor understands and expressly assumes such risks.   Releasor also assumes all risks for trail riding hazards of any kind, including breaks or holes in trees or ground, growth, debris, rocks, paths, uneven footing, streams and other hazardous surface or subsurface conditions and obstacles, whether they are obvious or not obvious, man-made or natural.  Releasor understands that animals are unpredictable and that the risk of injury is inherent in trial riding activity.   Releasor agrees to assume all risks of injury or death caused by trial riding, whatever the cause, except as provided by law.
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7. LJEC Safety & Arena Etiquette Rules:   Releasor agrees to follow LJEC General Safety Rules and the LJEC Arena Etiquette Rules that are part and parcel of this Agreement as Addendum D.  Failure to do so will give rise to Termination of this Agreement for cause as set forth in Paragraph 9.
8.  Horse that is Neglected or Needs Medical Care:  Releasor agrees that if the horse(s) boarded at LJEC by Releasor is neglected with respect to turn-out, exercise and grooming, LJEC staff or trainers may care for the horse by turning it out, exercising it or grooming it and Releasor will be responsible for paying for any extra charges incurred.  LJEC will notify Releasor if this circumstance arises, but will take immediate steps to care for the horse.  Releasor understands & accepts this rule and warrants that s/he will hold harmless LJEC for any activity, harm, personal injury, damage or loss resulting from this care and will assume the risk of all costs incurred.  LJEC shall contact Releasor if it feels that the horse boarded by Releasor needs medical care.  If LJEC is unable to contact Releasor, Releasor hereby authorizes LJEC to secure emergency vet or farrier care for the horse(s).  Releasor agrees to pay for all such fees incurred.  Further, Releasor agrees to hold LJEC harmless for any adverse consequences of services performed by LJEC, either on its own initiative or as directed by a veterinarian or farrier.

9.  Termination of Agreement:   Both parties agree that this Agreement can be terminated for any reason upon the giving of 30 days notice in writing.  No reason is required to be given for this termination.  If Releasor wishes to so terminate, please give written notice to Alice Giovannini and to the Barn Manager.  When said notice is given, Releasor must pay all board fees for the current month in full.  Upon departure from LJEC stall(s) & tack area(s) occupied by Releasor will be inspected by LJEC and at the completion of said inspection, security deposit(s) will be returned if no damage is found.  If damage is found, deductions will be made from the security deposit for repairs.


10.  Termination for Cause:  Releasor understands that this Agreement can be terminated for cause by LJEC upon the material breach of this Agreement.  This termination is at LJEC’s sole discretion.  Under such termination for cause circumstances LJEC will provide written notice to the Releasor and Releasor will have 10 days to vacate LJEC premises.  Upon departure, Releasor agrees to remove all personal property from LJEC within that 10 day period.  Releasor agrees that s/he is required to pay in full, all fees that are due and owing to LJEC before departure and understands that this must be done before s/he is permitted to remove his/her horse(s) from the LJEC premises.  

11.  Repairs to Personal Property of LJEC:  If damage to LJEC’s personal property is caused by Releasor or Releasor’s horse(s) beyond normal wear and tear, then Releasor agrees to have repairs made and pay for said repairs.  Such damage can include, but is not limited to, tearing of shade fabric by horses, breaking of dressage court pieces, kicking holes in walls or other structures, tearing out or breaking feed bins and water bins, etc.
12.  Entire Agreement:  This Agreement and its Addendums constitute an integration of the entire understanding and agreement of the Parties with respect to the subject matter herein.  Any representations, warranties, promises, or conditions, whether written or oral, not specifically and expressly incorporated in this Agreement, shall not be binding on any of the Parties, and each of the Parties acknowledges that it has not relied, in entering into this Agreement, on any representation, warranty, promises, or conditions not specifically and expressly set forth in this Agreement.  All prior discussions and writings have been, and are, merged and integrated into, and are superseded by, this Agreement.


13.  Changes to Agreement:  The Parties agree that any amendments or modifications to this Agreement shall be deemed null and void unless such amendments or modifications are in writing, specifically refer to this Agreement, and are signed by authorized representatives of all Parties.
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14.  Severability of Agreement:  In the event that any provision of this Agreement is determined to be illegal or unenforceable, such determination shall not affect the validity nor enforceability of the remaining provisions hereof, all of which shall remain in full force and effect.
15.  Governing Law:  This Agreement shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of California.  Any dispute concerning this Agreement or any indemnification hereunder shall be adjudicated in the courts of competent jurisdiction of the County of Alameda, State of California.

16.  Arbitration:  The Parties mutually agree that any and all disputes arising in connection with this Agreement shall be settled and determined by BINDING Arbitration conducted in accordance with the then existing riles of the American Arbitration Association by one or more arbitrators appointed in accordance with said rules.  Said arbitration shall take place in Alameda County, California.

17.  Attorney’s Fees:  In any legal action brought in connection with this Agreement, which includes, but is not limited to a material breach, the prevailing party has the right to collect all reasonable fees, expenses and costs from the breaching party.

Releasor does hereby acknowledge that s/he has read the foregoing paragraphs and its Addendums, and knows and understands the contents thereof, and agrees to be bound by the terms of this Agreement.

ADDENDUM D – GENERAL SAFETY RULES

1.  All visitors to La Jolla must sign a liability release, even if they are not riding.  
2. All parents or guardians of minors must sign a liability release for a minor and for themselves.
3. While riding, all riders must wear approved ASTM certified safety helmet.



*Exception is made for adult riders riding in dressage shows who wear a derby or top hat.

    4.
All riders must wear a boot or lace shoe with a raised, flat heel.  No one is allowed to ride in tennis
         or athletic shoes.                     
    5.
Minors must have a supervising adult on the premises at all times, no exceptions.  The trainer may be       the supervising adult, however if the trainer is not on the premises, a parent or guardian must be present.

    6.
Minors are not allowed to jump without the supervision of a trainer.
    7.
Adults must have written permission to from a LJEC trainer to jump unsupervised.

    8.  All boarders and horse handlers must use proper horse handling techniques while handling 
horses on premises. No one is allowed to handle horses if they have not been properly instructed to do so.  LJEC, at its sole discretion may ask you to cease such handling if it is determined that it is unsafe to do so.
    9.
Horses can only be hand grazed in designated areas.
   10.
Turn outs are limited to one hour or less in designated turn outs.  Schedules should be checked with your trainer if applicable.
   11.
No mares are to be turned out in stallion pen.

   12.
Please, NO TURNING OUT IN COVERED ARENA. If you break this rule you are liable for any damage to mirrors and may be subject to immediate eviction and Termination for Cause set forth in the body of this Agreement at paragraph 10.

13. 
No running or loud play on premises or around animals.  No balloons or firecrackers or noise making items are permitted on the premises.
   14. All dogs must be leashed or placed in kennels or confined in cars.

   15. All riders are expected to obey Arena Etiquette and Rules (see separate sheet)

   16. All Horses must have up to date health records, including vaccinations, 
worming and Coggins tests (for horses coming in from out of the area).
   17.  If you are last one to leave for the night, please turn off all lights as appropriate and close appropriate doors.

   18.  NO SMOKING AT ANY TIME ON LJEC PREMISES OR LJEC BRIDLE PATH TRAILS.

   19.  Speed limit for all vehicles is 5 mph.

   20.  LJEC maintains a zero tolerance for abuse of any animal or person.  If it is observed that this occurs, you may be subject to immediate eviction and termination for cause and set forth in this Agreement.

   21.  NO chasing your horse in a turn-out.
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ADDENDUM D - ARENA ETIQUETTE AND RULES

1.
Entering and Leaving Covered Arena

· If there are riders in the arena, call “gate” as you open the gate to enter or leave

· Wait to enter or leave if riders are close to the gate so you don’t interrupt their work

· Mount or dismount either at the mounting block or in the center of the arena away from other riders

2.
Use of the Rail

· If you need to walk to warm up or cool down at the walk it is best to use the inner track

· If you need to hand walk in the arena it is best to do so when it is not busy and always use the inner track

3. 
Rights of way

· Try to keep as much space between horses as possible regardless of your direction, speed and level of work

· Ride as best you can left shoulder to left shoulder. If you are traveling left take the outside track if you traveling right take the inside track.

· If you leave the rail for figures (e.g., circles, diagonal or half pass work) you should call out your destination (“diagonal”, “half pass left”, “circle” etc.) to let everyone know where you are going.

4. 
Lunging in the Arenas
a. No lunging in the covered arena.  

b. Exceptions are:  1) giving a lunge lesson; 2) to keep horse and rider safe:  3) to acclimate a young or new horse to the arena.   All of these exceptions are done only at the discretion and under supervision of a trainer.

c. Exceptions in 4 b 1-3 above are NOT allowed, if there are more than 2 other riders in the arena or a rider objects to lunging, 
d. Lunging must be done the covered round pens or the large outdoor arena. 
e. No lunging in the Dressage Court.

5. Jumping in the Covered Arena

a. During good weather, jumping is not allowed in the covered arena. 
b.  During bad weather, a designated jump day will be determined by LJEC trainers with a limited number of 
low fences allowed.

6. 
Round Pens

a. Please!  No turning out in the round pens! A supervised roll is okay, but do not turn your horse out or leave it unattended.  If you need a small space for turn out, you may use a designated empty stall/paddock.  
b.  Lunge lessons and riding are allowed in either round pen, but please be aware of others waiting to use the round pen and limit your time, especially in the winter.

c. Free lunging is allowed in the round pens, however, you must know how to free lunge a horse safely.  If you do not, please use a lunge line to prevent injuries and unnecessary banging that may set off horses working in the covered arena.  If a situation appears out of control under  these circumstances, you will be asked to stop.

Stallion Pen 

Geldings can be turned out in the stallion pen, but please no mares.
8.  
Dressage Court

a. The dressage court may be used for lessons.  But please be aware of individuals who may have to      practice for tests.

b.  Please DO NOT lunge in the Dressage Court.

9. 
Out Door Arena

a.  The outdoor arena is for multi use such as lessons, flat work, lunging (as designated above) and jumping.

b.  All jumps must be removed after each use except for the designated jumping days to be determined in the near future.  Those designated jump days & times will be posted in the main barn area. 
c.  Jumping is allowed for minors (those under 18) ONLY UNDER THE SUPERVISION OF A TRAINER.
d.  Adults may schedule an adult jump day with management, but MUST BE COMPETENT TO JUMP UNSUPERVISED AND MUST HAVE WRITTEN PERMISSION OF A TRAINER TO DO SO.

e.  At the end of any jump activity, the jumps must be removed and neatly put away.  The arena must be dragged regularly and the jumps must be removed for dragging.

 1.  Initial Vaccination Requirements for LJEC
 

a. All horse(s) boarded at LJEC must have received the following vaccinations within the last year:

 

Rabies  

Tetanus  

Western Equine Encephalomyelitis (WEE) and Eastern Equine Encephalomyelitis     (EEE) 

 

b. All horse(s) boarded at LJEC must have received the following vaccinations within the last six months:

Influenza  

Rhinopneumonitis  

West Nile (unless your vet has your horse(s) on the one year protocol for WN)

2.   Ongoing Vaccination Requirements for LJEC

 

 a. All horse(s) boarded at LJEC must receive the following vaccinations each year:

Rabies 

Tetanus   

Western Equine Encephalomyelitis (WEE) and Eastern Equine Encephalomyelitis (EEE)


b. All horse(s) boarded at LJEC must receive the following vaccinations every six months:

Influenza  

Rhinopneumonitis  

West Nile (unless your vet has your horse on the one year protocol for WN)
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 3.   Other Vaccinations. 

 

From time to time, LJEC may change the vaccination requirements contained in this Agreement and will notify you in writing of such changes. Upon notice from LJEC, you agree to abide by all vaccination requirement changes.

 

4.  Prior to the arrival of your horse, please provide a copy of your last vaccination regime from your veterinarian so that LJEC can verify that these requirements have been met.  This can be in a form of an invoice from your vet which we will keep in your file with your signed Agreement. 

 

5.  You agree that every six mths., you will provide an updated copy of your horses' completed vaccination requirements so that LJEC can keep this on file with your Agreement.

 

6.  If your veterinarian has excepted your particular horse from any required vaccinations due to an allergy or other medical condition and can certify that the exception will cause no disease, harm nor illness to be transmitted to another horse boarded at LJEC, then you agree to provide that certification in lieu of proof of vaccinations.

WORMING & PARISITE CONTROL
LJEC requires the de-worming regimen of at least 3 times per year.  Please consult with your veterinarian as to your particular rotation needs.  You agree that you will abide by this requirement during the time that your horse is bordered at LJEC.
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
